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AN ACT to amend and reenact article 6, chapter 64 of the Code 

of West Virginia, 1931, as amended, all relating generally to 

the promulgation of administrative rules by the various 

executive or administrative agencies and the procedures 

relating thereto; legislative mandate or authorization for the 

promulgation of certain legislative rules by various executive 

or administrative agencies of the state; authorizing certain of 

the agencies to promulgate certain legislative rules in the 

form that the rules were filed in the State Register; authoriz­

ing certain of the agencies to promulgate certain legislative 

rules with various modifications presented to and recom­

mended by the Legislative Rule-Making Review Committee; 

authorizing certain of the agencies to promulgate certain 

legislative rules as amended by the Legislature; authorizing 

certain of the agencies to promulgate certain legislative rules 

with various modifications presented to and recommended 
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by the Legislative Rule-Making Review Committee and as 
amended by the Legislature; authorizing Division of Correc­

tions to promulgate a legislative rule relating to parole 

supervision authorizing; authorizing State Fire Marshal to 

promulgate a legislative rule relating to fees for licenses, 

permits, inspections, plans review and other services ren­

dered; authorizing State Police to promulgate a legislative 

rule relating to State Police professional standards investiga­

tions, employee rights, early identification system, psycho­

logical assessment and progressive discipline; authorizing 

State Police to promulgate a legislative rule relating to the 

career progression system; authorizing State Police to 

promulgate a legislative rule relating to carrying of hand­

guns by retired or medically discharged members; and 

authorizing Division of Veterans' Affairs to promulgate a 

legislative rule relating to Veterans' Affairs' headstones or 

markers. 

Be it enacted by the Legislature of West Virginia: 

That article 6, chapter 64 of the Code of West Virginia, 1931, 

as amended, be amended and reenacted to read as follows: 

ARTICLE 6. AUTHORIZATION FOR DEPARTMENT OF MILITARYAFFAIRS 

AND PUBLIC SAFETY TO PROMULGATE LEGISLATIVE 

RULES.

5 Marshal (fees for licenses, permits, inspections, plans 

6 review and other services rendered, 103 CSR 2) is autho-

7 rized. 

§64-6-3. State Police.

4 fifteen of this code modified by the State Police to meet 

5 the objections of the Legislative Rule-Making Review 

6 Committee and refiled in the State Register on the twenty-

7 eighth day of January, two thousand five, relating to the 

8 State Police (State Police professional standards investiga-

9 tions, employee rights, early identification system, psycho-

10 logical assessment and progressive discipline, 81 CSR 10) 

11 is authorized. 

12 (b) The legislative rule filed in the State Register on the 

13 twelfth day of August, two thousand four, under the 

14 authority of section five, article two, chapter fifteen of this 

15 code relating to the State Police (career progression 

16 system, 81 CSR 3) is authorized. 

17 (c) The legislative rule filed in the State Register on the 

18 twenty-third day of July, two thousand four, under the 

19 authority of section twenty-five, article two, chapter 

20 fifteen of this code relating to the State Police (carrying of 

21 handguns by retired or medically discharged members, 81 

22 CSR 6) is authorized. 

§64-6-4. Division of Veterans' Affairs.

9 headstones or markers, 86 CSR 4) is authorized. 
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
