Be it enacted by the Legislature of West Virginia:

CLAIMS AGAINST THE STATE.

§1. Finding and declaring certain claims against Concord
University; Division of Corrections; Division of Environ-
mental Protection; Division of Highways; Division of
Labor; Division of Natural Resources; Division of Rehabil-
itation Services; Office of Emergency Services; Public
Service Commission; Regional Jail and Correctional
Facility Authority; West Virginia Division of Banking and
West Virginia University to be moral obligations of the
state and directing payment thereof.
